Presentation
This category is not judged. Contestants are allowed to wear any color evening gown, cocktail
dress, pant suit, or costume of there choice, with the exception of White which will be worn by
Dallas and Gold which will be worn by the former MGH’s. NO HEAD DRESSES PLEASE!!!
Even though this category is not judged this will be the first time the audience and judges will
see you. and I was taught that good first impressions are lasting impressions.

Evening Gown
Your gown should be full length. However, style may be of your choosing. Remember the judges
will judge the total look. ( Make Up, Hair, Gown, Modeling, Gown Fit, and Stage Appeal) This
event will account 20% of your overall score.

On-Stage Question & Answer
Each contestant will choose a sealed envelope. The envelope will contain one question, where
you will respond to the question. Your male voice will not be judged for non feminine quality but
your mannerisms will. This category will account 20 % of your overall score.

Talent
Your talent may be of your choosing. All music must be on CD and clearly marked with your
name on it. The length must be at least 3 minutes, but may not exceed 7 minutes. Be sure to bring
a back-up disc just in case technical problems occur. You will have the opportunity to test your
CD at registration. This event will account 60% of your overall score.

Props
All props must leave the building prior to leaving the pageant or they will be deemed garbage
and will be treated as such. You will have a 3 minute time limit before and after your talent for
the set up and take down of props. If time exceeds the 3 minutes there will be a 10 point
deduction.
